The devices are equipped with interactive displays. The treatment is delivered by means
of an activator made from polycarbonate and silicone which is in contact with the inner
and outer lids. The electronic portion of the device controls the flow of pressurised air
and delivers warmth to the inside of the lid in the area of the meibomian glands to soften
the hardened secretion. The intermittent massage of the outer surface of the lid then
helps the free flow of the secretion from the meibomian glands.
